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Territory to Welcome New Airlift This Fall

Through the tireless efforts of the Depart-
ment of Tourism, American and Delta Air-
lines announced they will increase service
this fall to both St. Croix and St. Thomas.
American Airlines will increase service to St.
Croix from Miami to 10 flights, up from 7.
Delta Airlines will now offer daily service (up
from 2 a week) to St.
Hartsfield Airport beginning December 19.
Delta will also increase service to St. Thomas
from both Atlanta and JFK. Flights out of At-
lanta will increase to 4 daily (up from 2), and
service out of JFK will increase to seven
days a week (up from 2). As a result, flight
service to St. Thomas will increase by 6%
YOY, and by the end of 2009, flight service

to St. Croix will recapture the 40% drop in
service experienced during fall 2008. With
the increased service outlined above, both

St. Croix and St. Thomas will experience posi-
tive increases in airlift for 2010. Good news
for the winter.
